Kit
finally succumbed at the age of 6 when he was given his first violin, and
he quickly became addicted to the smell of rosin and prawn cocktail
crisps. A life in music seemed assured!

At Trinity College of Music, Kit discovered the dark arts of jazz and
beer... secret, furtive passions that remain with him to this day. He then
embarked on a career encompassing many genres and climates. He
has played operas in Chile with the Sinfonia de Santiago, Gypsy ballads

in France, Beethoven in the Goan jungle and gothic organ-jazz in Catford. TV work includes
hand-doubling for Rupert Everett on the BBC, where he was asked to play “exquisitely badly”.

Brooke Day :

Brooke was lucky enough to have been born on his birthday, in his
hometown. Of course, this all took place in Lethbridge, Alberta, Canada
where his parents were living at the time. He studied music at the
University of British Columbia and developed his love for the viola, which
eventually saw Brooke leading the viola section of Canada's National
Youth Orchestra in 2002 and 2003.

He did his post-graduate studies in England where he discovered the
joys of the battered sausage and zebra crossings. He has now been

working freelance in London for over a year and truly enjoys busking in the freezing rain of the

winter months.

Flora Allison :

Flora has been playing the cello from the age of 7 and has always since
found opportunities to entertain, with the Floral Dance and Morris
dancing with paper napkins featuring highly in her repertoire. She
studied at The Guildhall School of Music and Drama and graduated in
2006.

Since leaving Guildhall, she has had a variety of experiences, notably

performing at the Montreaux Jazz Festival and featuring in a comic relief sketch on the BBC.
Apart from playing the cello, Flora has spent a lot of her life falling over, and at many times with
her stylish green cello case on her back (some have affectionately named her "the turtle").
